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The incidence of childhood cancer in Egypt 
reached one in ten thousand children with 
over ten thousand patients treated annually 
at different centers throughout the country. 
 
The Alexandria University Hospitals repre-
sent the main 
center that sup-
ply medical ser-
vices to all pa-
tients from Alex-
andria, Beheira, 
Matrouh and 
Kafr ElSheikh 
Governorates 
serving a popu-
lation of 15 million people. 
 
The Alexandria University Children's Hospi-
tal (El Shatbi Hospital) is receiving an in-
creasing number of children with hemato-
logical malignancies every year, specifically 
acute leukemia (30%).  
 
In addition every year, around 40 children 
suffering from Acute Myeloid Lukemia 
(AML) are referred to Cairo for bone mar-
row transplant (BMT), which is not avail-
able in Alexandria, in addition to children 
with other hematological diseases requiring 
BMT such as aplastic anemia, thalassemia 
major and other genetic disorders.   
This adds extra suffering from long waiting 
lists and frequent travel to be treated. 
 
The average cost of Treatment of each Pa-
tient in 10,000 LE ($2000 dollars) including 
both chemotherapy and supportive care. 
 
 
 

 
All patients are treated free of charge at the 
hospital from donation.  These donations 
are not consistent or sufficient to support 
the needs of this population.  
 

 
In 2005, NAAMA’s Egypt Liaison Commit-
tee evaluated of the pediatric oncology 
center in Elshatbi Hospital at Alexandria 
University. 
 
The committee found the infrastructure to 
be below standard to provide care for can-
cer patients. Much of the necessary facili-
ties and equipments are missing, no inten-
sive care unit or a specialty lab are avail-
able and the building space is too small to 
accommodate the number of patients seen.  
In addition, the need for bone marrow 
transplant unit is crucial for pediatric cancer 
patients and others as outlined above. 
 
The committee estimated the budget 
needed for upgrading his center this as 1.8 
million dollars.  



 
There are Plans to improve the infrastruc-
ture of the ward and to make it a closed 
area for proper isolation & proper infection 
control. 
 
The following are in urgent need with an 
(estimated cost ~ $20,000.00):  

1.  5 Infusion pumps 
2.  5 Syringe pumps 
3.  Disposable leukocyte filters 
4.  Special recliner chairs 
5.  Continuous need for different che-

motherapy agents 
6.  A microwave 

 
The long-term needs are as follows  
(estimated cost ~ $1.5 million): 

1.   Gamma Irradiator - $250,860.00 
2.   Flow Cytometer - $150,000.00 
3.   Establishment of the Bone Marrow 

Transplant unit 
4.   Establishment of the Pediatric Inten-

sive care unit  
5.   Establishment of the Immunohisto-

chemistry laboratory 
6.   Opportunities for education and 

training of young staff 
 
NAAMA hopes that with upgrading the new 
center, it will be able to provide better qual-
ity of healthcare to underprivileged children 
and alleviate their suffering and worried of 
their families.  

 
A new Pediatric Hematology/Oncology 
center is being built through private dona-
tions and the help of the university.  

 
The short-term plan focuses on the imme-
diate needs of the existing outpatient 
clinic. The long term plan will incorporate 
establishing the inpatient unit.  
 
The outpatient clinic has witnessed 1820 
visits in 2007 of children with leukemia of 
which 116 are new cases 

 
This is in addition to a cumulative number 
of 750 patients with different hematologi-
cal disorders, who were diagnosed treated 
and followed up in the hospital.  

 
The Inpatient unit consists of 36 beds. 
Currently one room with three beds & cen-
tral oxygen supply was prepared to serve 
as a Pediatric oncology Intermediate Care 
Unit. 
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NAAMA auxiliary and NAAMA’s 22nd Inter-
national Convention in Alexandria has al-
ready allocated donations to the Pediatric 
Oncology Clinic.
